· February 2012:  Submitted application for review

· May – June 2012 and September 2012: Conducted interviews & in-classroom observations involving three informants (novice elementary school teachers who just graduated the previous spring 2011 semester from SAU’s  Teacher Education program)

· October  2012 -  March 2013: data analysis, writing and composing literature review

· April 2012 – presented preliminary results of the study at a professional conference (American Association for the Advancement of Curriculum Studies, San Francisco, CA).  I received positive feedback from my colleagues and also some very good suggestions as to how to strengthen the analysis portion of the study.
4. PRESENT STATUS OF PROJECT:

Presently I am refining the data analysis and literature review sections of the paper.  I have kept in contact with all three informants and have their permission to return to observe their classroom practice and conduct follow-up interviews during the latter part of the 2014 spring semester.   I will then include this data and rewrite the draft of the paper as needed.  At this time I will decide whether or not I need to seek other informants teaching in different contexts.  Some of the outcomes of the data analysis process were surprising (a good thing!) and I am reflecting on what direction to take matters.  Qualitative research can be a bit of an adventure in this sense. I am thinking about writing a book proposal, but that depends on how things work out this coming spring.  
5. STATEMENT OF PURPOSES AND AMOUNTS OF AWARD      EXPENDITURES: ( Follow format of budget in original application and list actual expenditures. ) 

Originally I was allocated $386 for travel; $450 for supplies & services; and $800 for secretarial services (transcriptions).  I requested that some funds from the latter two categories be transferred to the travel account in order to help cover the costs of travel to the conference in San Francisco, CA. 
My department could only match $700 for travel costs, so this amount was transferred from supplies & services and secretarial services over to the travel account, totaling $1,086.   This left $550 of the funds that were not used.  The travel costs were $1,618.00.  I paid the difference out-of-pocket.
