“Same or Different Views of the Whirlwind?  How American Men and Women Experienced the Russian Revolution.”

3. SUMMARY OF WORK ACCOMPLISHED:

     During the summer break of 2012, I traveled to Moscow, Russia.  There, I engaged in research at the Russian State Library, reading memoirs and letters of prominent Russians who lived in Petersburg in the era of Dual Power (time period from the abdication of the Russian Tsar to the Communist Revolution).  In particular, I was interested in their references about the life of foreign community in the city.  I found that Russians had a better opinion of Americans than other WWI allies, and treated them better.
      I made copies of documents that interested me and, after returning to Arkansas, catalogued them.  I recorded information that I had learned on cards, and compiled a time-line. 
       In March 2013, I made a research trip to the Massachusetts Historical Society in Boston, and used its library and microfilmed manuscript collection.  I gathered information about Americans who resided in or visited St. Petersburg.  In addition, I read memoirs of the representatives of other Embassies in Russia.  They described a number of interactions with American journalists and Embassy representatives.  It was rather illuminating to see, for example, how the life of British nationals differed from that of American citizens in the revolutionary Russian capital.    

Based on the collected data, I made a research presentation in Tver, Russia at an international Gender Studies Conference organized by the Russian Academy of Sciences and the Tver State University.  I participated in the panel of 4 researchers who represented the United States.  My presentation was entitled “Women and Men in the Dual Power Petrograd: A View from the American Embassy.”
I published an essay “Women and Men in the Dual Power Petrograd: A View from the American Embassy.”  In: Women and Men in the Context of Historical Change, Vol. II  (Moscow: IEA RAN, 2012): 353-58. 

In addition, I published an article “Men and Women in the Whirlwind on the Neva: Americans from the Embassy Remember Life in the Dual-Power Petrograd” in the Tver State University Historical Journal.  It is a peer-reviewed professional journal that is included on the list of top-rated Russian historical journals.  I have been informed that my article has been published, but I do not have full publication details yet.
